Bikes For Books
SUGGESTED GUIDELINE FOR BIKES FOR BOOKS PROGRAM.  To be administered by the “Public Schools Committee” in addition to the essay awards program.

1.
Contact the principal of the school of your choice (elementary or middle school)
2.
Explain that the Lodge will furnish one or two bike(s) (1 boys & 1 girls) (what ever the Lodge can afford) for the program.
3.
The teachers set the criteria for the books to be read.  We would like to see a minimum of 15 – 20 books read by each student participating in the program, but it’s up to the school.

4.
The teacher & parents would monitor the child to see that they are in fact reading the books set by the teachers.  The school could have a short test for each book.

5.
The students name would then be entered for the drawing (once a year, every semester, or what ever the Lodge can afford.)  The time for the drawing and awards would be set by the school.
6.
A committee member should make the presentation at the school for the Lodge.  At the presentation it should be made clear that the student(s) earned the bike.

7.
If you wish, you could suggest that they have this as a summer break program.

8.
Consider presenting “Certificates of Participation” to all the students who participated.
9.
A safety helmet should be given with the bike.  You might contact the Fire Department to see if they would like to donate the helmet.  A joint approach might open some additional doors.
